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Y ou can clean up resources and redeploy your Database Catalog using your existing image, or the latest image.
Y ou might want to rebuild your Database Catalog to get afeature in alater Database Catal og image, to perform
housekeeping, or to troubleshoot a problem.

Note: The ability to rebuild a Database Catalog isin Technical Preview and is not recommended for
production deployments. Cloudera recommends that you try this feature in test or development environments.

Upgrading your Database Catalog also rebuilds it. Rebuilding the Database Catal og redeploys resources in the cluster
while keeping the configurations and other settings you made.
Y ou can rebuild the Database Catalog in the following ways:

e Using the Betaversion DW CLI
« Using the Rebuild button in the Ul
« Using the Upgrade button in the Ul

In thistask, you rebuild the Database Catalog using the Rebuild button in the UI.
Rebuilding a Database Catalog has the following limitations;

» Rebuilding deprecated versions of the Database Catalog is not supported and will fail.

» Rebuilding does not preserve the changes you made directly, using kubectl for example, to cluster resourcesin the
affected namespaces.

Changes you make to the Database Catalog using either the Ul or CDP CLI are preserved.

* You must obtain the DWAdmin role.

» To preserve Hue documents, such as saved queries, you need to save a backup of the documents as described in
Backing up and restoring Hue documents.

Catalog.

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A Database Catalog is automatically created when you activate an environment in Cloudera Data Warehouse (CDW).
Y ou can add additional Database Catalogs if you want a standalone data warehouse that is not shared with other
authorized users of the environment.

When you activate an environment from the Data Warehouse, a default Database Catalog is created and named after
your environment. This HMS instance associated with the default Database Catalog is the same HM S as the one used
by your CDP environment. Y ou can add additional Database Catalogsif you want standal one data warehouses based
on anew HMS instance. When you create a new Database Catalog, you specify which environment to use. If you
make a change to the default database catal og, the change is reflected in the environment where the default Database
Catalog resides.

Note: Clouderarecommends that you use the default Database Catalog in production environments. While
CDW enables you to create custom Database Catal ogs, these are not supported by Cloudera.

Y ou can optionally load demo datain Hue when you create a new Database Catal og.

Y ou need to obtain the DWAdmin role.

Y ou must also enable the Create multiple Database Catalogs option on the Advanced Configurations Advanced
Settings page.
