What's new in Streams Replication Manager

Streams Replication Manager (SRM) is an enterprise-grade replication solution that enables fault tolerant, scalable
and robust cross-cluster Kafka topic replication.

SRM provides the ability to dynamically change configurations and keeps the topic propertiesin sync across clusters
at high performance. SRM also delivers custom extensions that facilitate installation, management and monitoring
making SRM a complete replication solution that is built for mission critical workloads. Streams Replication Manager
consists of two main components. The Stream Replication Engine and the Stream Replication Management Services.

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Known Issues and Limitations

A list of known issues and limitations for this release of Streams Replication Manager

Known Issues
MM2-163: SRM does not sync re-created sour ce topics until the offsets have caught up with target topic

Messages written to topics that were deleted and re-created are not replicated until the source topic
reaches the same offset as the target topic. For example, if at the time of deletion and re-creation
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there are a 100 messages on the source and target clusters, new messages will only get replicated
once the re-created source topic has 100 messages. This leads to messages being lost.

CSP-736: SRM may automatically re-create deleted topics
If aut 0. creat e. t opi cs. enabl e isenabled, deleted topics are automatically recreated on
source clusters.

Prior to deletion, remove the topic from the topic whitelist with thesr m cont r ol tool. This
prevents topics from being re-created.

SRM cannot replicate Ranger authorization policiesto or from Kafka clusters

Dueto alimitation in the Kafka-Ranger plugin, SRM cannot replicate Ranger policiesto or from
clusters that are configured to use Ranger for authorization. If you are using SRM to replicate data
to or from a cluster that uses Ranger, disable authorization policy synchronization in SRM. This can
be achieved by settingsync. t opi c. acl s. enabl ed to fase.
